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TRIAL SITE RULES:

e The show site is indoors on ARTIFICIAL TURF. Please bring your own crate, clean up
supplies, & water for your dog.

e Spectator seating will be allowed in the first 10’ of the arena. Dogs are not allowed on the
turf unless they are running or queuing to run.

® Please only wear Clean Shoes on the turf.

e No food orliquids aside from water are permitted on the turf area. Only Non-crumbly dog
treats in a sealed container may be brought on the turf area.

e All dogs must be on leash at all times, except when in the ring. Exercise and toilet your
dog in designated areas. Please poop and scoop and use garbage containers outside on
the site. Please be courteous to others using the area. No aggressive dogs.

e A warm up jump on turf will be provided for all exhibitors, located in the indicated stall.
One dog in the warm up stall at a time.

e Exhibitors are responsible for cleaning up after their dog(s). Any exhibitor failing to do so
may be excused without benefit of refund if the Trial Committee deems the exhibitor to
be in violation of this requirement

e Thisisa NON SMOKING event. Smoking is not permitted inside of the building or near the
doors.

e No weapons of any kind, concealed or otherwise, are allowed on the premises.

® Please comply with ALL of our wonderful parking attendant’s instructions. Please park

ONLY in designated parking areas.
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CRATING:

e Crating is available inside the building in 10'x10’ stalls (dirt flooring). Dogs must be
kenneled or crated while in the stalls. Volunteers will be given first priority for stall
crating and stalls must be shared amongst competitors (plenty of room in each stall for
multiple crates!!).

UNDERSTAND THE RULES FOR FEO/NFC:

e You may turn any runinto a FEO/NFC run, but you must declare this before you start. You

may use a toy but it cannot leave your hand. You may use this time for any type of training,

as long as you are not abusive to your dog. A competition run that has been faulted may

NOT be turned into an NFC run. FEO runs will be allowed 45 seconds. If a handler chooses

to train their start line, the time will be started once the handler begins to walk back
towards their dog once they have left him. Scribe will announce when time is up and the

handler MUST immediately exit the ring.
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RESULTS / MAPS / RUN ORDERS:
e RESULTS will be posted in a binder on the results table. We suggest taking a photo of the
results to allow everybody to see results in a timely manner. Individual results will be
emailed after the conclusion of the trial.
